Lent is a complicated season.  For 

most, it is a somber season. 

 

As we follow in Jesusô footsteps, 

we hear Jesus use parables, 

teachings, and even miracles to 

prepare us for what is to come.  

His disciples must have been 

confused, even frightened, of the 

path Jesus was taking.

Itôs a beautiful song that somehow 

mixes the wonder of His Life and 

the sadness at His death in music.  

Itôs not written in a minor key, but 

we still  feel a sense of 

apprehension as the song unfolds.  

We know whatôs going to happen 

ï Jesus is going to die on the Cross 

ï for us.  He willingly sacrifices 

Himself to save us.  Itôs a very 

humbling thought, isnôt it ï Jesus 

dying to give us the hope of 

Eternal Life? We certainly donôt 

deserve it!  No wonder the 

disciples were confused.  Theyôd 

been traveling with Jesus, 

watching Him perform miracles, 

listening to His parables, and 

marveling at His effect on the 

crowds.

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Grace  to You

Most of us picture life in a church as a blissful, peaceful, conflict- and 

disagreement-free space. We go in, we pray and sing hymns and share the 

peace which magically makes the lion somehow lay down with the lamb (and 

each of us would say, of course, that weôre the lamb, never the lion).  We 

have the idea that the church embodies peace, which we take as meaning that 

we are all just going to get along famously with each other.  Too often, for a 

church to acknowledge conflict in its midst when it is supposed to 

demonstrate love, is to confess failure.  And so, when conflict does come into 

play we are likely to engage in denial or avoidance, or some leave and look 

for a church where (supposedly) everyone gets along.  As a result, most 

congregations never develop norms of behavior that facilitates disagreement.  

In fact, we normally reward behavior that suppresses or denies disagreement ï 

people are ñgood Christians,ò for turning the other cheek. 

   

My question is this:  is this possible?  Heaven may be an idyllic place where 

we have no strife or cares or worries or irritating people or people that we 

disagree with sitting next to us in the pews, but are we in heaven?  As much 

as we deny that we disagree donôt we end up disagreeing or even outright 

fighting occasionally?   

 

What does scripture have to say about this?  Did people share this outlook 

back then? 

 

Acts 2:44 ï 47 ï ñAll who believed were together and had all things in 

common; they would sell their possessions and goods and distribute the 

proceeds to all, as any had need.  Day by day, as they spent much time 

together in the temple, they broke bread at home and ate their food with glad 

and generous hearts, praising God and having the goodwill of all the people.  

And day by day the Lord added to their number with glad and generous 

hearts.ò   

 

However, the above snapshot is only a momentary picture.  Reading on in the 

New Testament, we discover that the euphoria of those very early days gave 

way to instances of false pretenses and lying (Acts 5), to serious conflict 

between two culturally distinct groups within the church (Acts 6), to 

theological contention (Galatians 2, Acts 15:1f), and to interpersonal 

disagreement (Acts 15:36f).  As Christianity spread, we find that first-century 

churches had their fair share of disputes. They are spoken of in virtually every 

epistle. Paul's remark to the Corinthian church is an example:  ñI fear that 

there may be [among you] quarreling, jealousy, outbursts of anger, factions, 

slander, gossip, arrogance and disorder.ò  

 

This does not in any way diminish the words of Christ or the portrait of the 

early church. But it does acknowledge the difficult realities that congregations 

face when diverse people from every age group, race, ethnic group, income 

bracket, and background come together to become part of one body. There 

will be strife. There will be disagreement. There will be conflict.  Differences 

of opinion are a reality of the human experience. Congregations, in general, 

and Christians, in particular, are not exempt. They never were.

Over the last couple of years, I 

have been asked several questions 

about how the Food Shelf operates, 

where it is located, etc.  With the 

start of the March Campaign, I 

thought it would be a good 

opportunity to cover ñthe basics.ò 

 

The Warroad Food Shelf was 

formerly housed in the old St. 

Maryôs Catholic Church basement.  

People from area churches 

volunteered to box up food orders 

each week.  Since we were under 

the umbrella of St. Maryôs Church, 

there was no need be incorporated, 

have a board of directors, have 

insurance, etc. 

 

After St. Maryôs moved to their 

new facility, we did the things 

necessary to set up shop 

independently, such as find a place 

with adequate storage room and 

conditions, incorporate with the 

State of Minnesota, obtain liability 

insurance, purchase storage 

devices, and obtain our own phone 

service. 

 

God blessed the transition with a 

new location and a person to take 

over the day-to-day operations, 

Scott Halvarson.  We are now 

located in Wabasha Plaza and now 

have a more formalized structure. 

 

Organization: The board of 

directors consists of members from 

several churches. We meet as a 

group on an ñas neededò basis as 

our coordinator needs.  We 

regularly assess our financial 

condition and the stock levels in 

the stock room. 

 

Budget:  Since moving out of St. 

Maryôs Church, we rent space in 

Wabasha Plaza for a very 

reasonable rate.  We are blessed to 

have found such a nice place in a 

visible location for the price.  

Thanks goes to Angie Brewster-

Grafstrom for her graciousness in 

giving us a ñhome.ò 

 

We have a paid coordinator:  Scott 

Halvorson does a lot of excellent  

administrative work promoting, 

ordering, putting items away, and 

other duties.  For the amount of 

work he does, his salary is 

essentially a gratuity. 

 

Insurance and phone:  Since we are 

no longer in the Catholic church, 

we had to obtain liability insurance 

and pay our own phone bill. 

 

Fixed operating expenses which 

must be paid before distributing 

any aid are approximately $6,000 

annually.  Many of these expenses 

were not incurred while we were 

housed in the old Catholic Church.   

Other than these fixed expenses, 

100% of the donations go to 

individuals and families in need. 

 

Due to our limited space to store 

large influxes of food, cash 

donations are sometimes preferable 

to allow us to manage inventory 

levels by ordering from the central 

food bank in Crookston on an ñas 

neededò basis, especially during 

busy times such as Thanksgiving, 

Christmas, and the March drive.  

(Money is easier to ñstoreò since it 

takes less room and doesnôt have a 

shelf life.)  We also shop locally 

on occasion when stock levels are 

low or when items we order do not 

come in. 

 

In addition, we have two freezers 

and are able to distribute frozen 

items. 

 

As Zionôs foodshelf volunteers, 

Jimmy Lee, Dave Dalager, and 

Jack Steinhauer assemble boxes 

about once every 6 weeks or so for 

those who make requests . 

 

We gave out 24,175 pounds of 

food to 152 households at least 

once.  This included 561 children 

and 837 adults, some of which can 

include repeated visits from month 

to month. 

 

We received $18,212 in cash and 

10,594 pounds of food. 

 

So, there you have it... all you ever 

wanted to know about the local 

Food Shelf.  If you have any other

Each March, FoodShare directs the largest food 

drive in the state (known as the March 

Campaign) and restocks more than 260 food 

shelves across Minnesota. It recruits thousands of 

congregations, corporations, schools, and civic 

groups to run local food and fund drives to aid in 

the effort. 

 

Loose offerings for the month of March will go 

to the Warroad Food Shelf in conjunction with 

the Minnesota Food Share March campaign.   

 

The March campaign is very important for our 

local food shelf because funding for the year is 

based on pounds of food collected and money 

received during the month of March.  The more 

pounds of food and dollars collected in March, 

the more funding Warroad Food Shelf will 

receive from Minnesota FoodShare.  Donations 

of food or money may be dropped off at Zion.   ȹ
